WWCA discussion raised a variety of concerns and suggestions regarding
development of the site. WWCA will draft a submission to include suggestion that
the solid redevelopment guidelines for the site which have been set (laid out in the
Richmond Rd/Westboro Community Design Plan, which is a Secondary Plan) should
be adhered to, and that any decisions should reflect specific community values and
priorities (e.g. portion reserved for public use such as community garden or
parkland, no big box stores). Further research should be done to find out who the
prospective tendering developers will be.
